The Atkinson is pleased to invite you to exhibit in the first Sefton Open Online from Saturday 18th April until Saturday 6thJune 2020. It’s an opportunity for Sefton’s artists to exhibit together to showcase their work and help bring joy to people in their homes. Each artist is responsible for selecting an original artwork for inclusion, which has not previously been exhibited in The Sefton Open or at The Atkinson, and photographing the work following the instructions listed below:
Tips for photographing artworks:
1. Remove the artwork from the frame if glazed – glass will create reflections in the artwork.
2. Place your artwork on a neutral background – busy wallpaper and cluttered rooms to be avoided.

3. Place your artwork in an area with natural lighting – near a window or outside on an overcast day.

4. Position the camera so the frame is mostly filled with your artwork.

5. Low resolution images required. 72dpi. Width 1500 pixels x Height 1000 pixels (approximate) No larger than 1MB.
Submitting Artworks:
1. Artists may submit one artwork to The Sefton Open Online.
2. All digital images must be named with Title of piece and Artist name, e.g. New Image by Ann Artist.

3. Only original works will be accepted or copies that are clearly referenced either in the image or through the title. All copies or influenced work must be clearly referenced.

4. You must complete and return the form on the next page to jemma.tynan@sefton.gov.uk stating price of piece or Not For Sale. For works for sale please provide dimensions including the frame, without dimension the piece will not be listed as for sale.
5. Entrance to the exhibition is free but a commission of 30% will be charged on all work sold.

6. Buyers will be asked to reserve artworks with the Exhibitions and Learning Officer who will then inform the artist. Due to the current closure in place following government advice purchases will not take place until after The Atkinson reopens. The Exhibitions and Learning Officer will then plan for delivery of works to The Atkinson by the artists and collection and payment by the purchasers. 
7. It is the artist’s sole responsibility to insure their work against any loss or damage during this process.
